Papers dealing with any aspect of condition monitoring and fault diagnosis are solicited. The abstract should include definition of the problem, assumptions, method of solution, summary of results and maximum in 100 words. The abstract should clearly state the objective, results and the conclusion of the work. The abstract appears before the keywords (Times New Roman bold 11).
Keywords: Minimum 3 and maximum 5 keywords separated by , (Times New Roman bold 11).
Introduction
These guidelines serve as a template for Microsoft Word 2013. Please carefully follow the instructions provided in this format to ensure legibility and uniformity. Papers must be prepared in the format of MSWord 2013 software, and sent to the conference e-mail address (cmfd@mech.sharif.ir) in both PDF and DOC format.
Paper Preparation
Papers may be written in English or Persian (Farsi) and the length of the full paper must not exceed 16 pages. Papers that are not prepared according to the following guidelines may be withdrawn from the conference program. For English papers, the fonts for different parts of the paper are in Times New Roman as follows:
· Title: 16 pt bold (centered)
· Author(s): 12 pt bold (centered)
· Affiliations: 10 pt bold (centered)
· Keywords: 11 pt bold
· Section Headings: 12 pt bold 
· Body of manuscript: 11 pt

Moreover, conference header should be in Times New Roman 9 pt. Furthermore, the section headings will start from the far left and use single spacing paragraph format with no space between the section headings and the paragraph following it.
Page Margins
The paper size for manuscripts is A4. The paper must be written in one column with 2.5 cm margin from left and right. The body of manuscript must have a 15 cm margin from the top in the first page and 3 cm in the succeeding pages. The bottom margin must be 3 cm in all pages.
Equations and Formulas
Equations start from the far left of the column and numbered consecutively. The equation numbers must be bracketed and placed opposite to the equation on the far right of the line in that column.
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System of Units
SI system of units is deemed to be used. If necessary use the equivalent value in the other system of units in brackets after the SI system of units.
Tables, Figures and Photographs
Figures must be numbered and the caption of the figure must come at the bottom of the figure. All the legends and the numerical values on the axes of the curves must be clear and readable. Figures must appear where (or as close as to) they are first mentioned in the text. They must be referred in the text as "Figure 1".

Tables must be numbered and the title of the table must be placed on the top of the table with the footnotes on the bottom. Tables must appear where (or as close as to) they are first mentioned in the text. They must be referred in the text as "Table 1".

References must be numbered and be listed in the list of references in the order that they are referred to in the text. The reference numbers must be put in the squared bracket for example, [1]. The complete details of the references will appear in the list of references.
